Modules and 
requirements

English language requirements

One term or summer programme (study only)
If students are joining us for one term, or the study-only summer programme, no proof 
of English proficiency is required – however, we do recommend a level equivalent to 
CEFRL B2 to ensure they’re comfortable communicating.

						      		
Two terms or programmes with internships
If students are joining us for two terms, or doing an internship as part of their spring 
term or summer programme, they’ll need to meet the UKVI requirements for entry into 
the UK under a Student visa. We accept all government approved English language 
tests.

This doesn’t apply to those who are nationals of a majority English-speaking country as 
defined by UKVI, or those who have completed an academic qualification 
(equivalent to a UK degree) from an English-speaking country. 

Please note, students can only come for two terms under the Student sponsorship 
route if they’re currently enrolled at an ECCTIS approved university, and if the two 
terms at Regent’s contribute to the completion of their home degree.

Choosing modules for autumn and spring
When students submit their online application, they’ll be able to choose their modules. 

They can choose any combination they like (from Business, Fashion, Film, Psychology 
and more) however, they’ll need to have them approved by their home university. 
Please note, taking modules from different subject areas may result in timetable 
clashes. We’ll inform students if this happens. Because of this, we encourage students 
to select backups.

Students with limited prior knowledge of subject areas should choose level 4 modules 
only.

The maximum credit load allowed for autumn and spring is 40 ECTS, although for a 
good study-life balance, we recommend a credit load of up to 30 ECTS. Where 
possible, we advise students to take no more than 20-25 ECTS to allow them more free 
time to explore London. 

Spring term internship modules

Students studying at Regent's in spring can gain valuable professional experience in 
London during or after the term. 

Students can choose from:
•	 A part-time industry placement during the term (undergraduate students only)
•	 A full-time eight-week internship immediately after the term (undergraduate and 

postgraduate students)

Each internship is worth 20 CATS (10 ECTS). We work closely with Impact Consulting 
(part-time placement) and AIFS Abroad (full-time internship) to give students the 
chance to work in a variety of industries that complement their current studies and 
career aspirations. There's an additional fee of £500 for the part-time placement, and 
one of $2,900 (payable directly to AIFS Abroad) for the full-time internship.

Students choosing an internship module will need to be enrolled in an ECCTIS 
approved university, and the time spent on placement must contribute towards the 
completion of their home degree to meet UKVI requirements for entry into the UK 
under a Student visa.

Spring term internship students need to submit their application earlier than 
our typical spring term deadlines to allow time for internship sourcing. Deadline 
information will be included in spring term nomination communications, or sent 
directly to free-movers when applications open.

Offer and acceptance
Students will receive an offer letter within four weeks of applying, provided all their 
documents are received by the deadline above. To accept an offer, they must check 
that all information is correct, read and accept the terms and conditions and agree to 
comply with the University’s policies.

Students paying Regent’s directly must pay a non-refundable deposit upon 
acceptance, which will be deducted from their full tuition fee. Institutions paying on 
behalf of students will be responsible for paying the deposit once a student has 
accepted their offer.

Accommodation
Regent’s offers brilliant on-campus accommodation options in Reid Hall. To apply, 
students can use our online application form – however, they won’t be able to do 
this until they’ve submitted a study abroad application and received their ID number, 
which looks like this: S2300942.

Students receive a £105 meal allowance per week in autumn and spring. In summer, 
meal allowance varies from £315 – £1,260 per programme, depending on its duration.
This is issued on their student ID card and can be used at any of our on-campus food 
outlets. This doesn’t guarantee three meals a day, so it’s the students’ responsibility 
to budget and top up if needed. Unspent money can’t be carried over or refunded.

Post-arrival information
Enrolment and Welcome Week
Students must complete an online enrolment prior to arrival. They’ll receive an email 
with details approximately four weeks before the start of term. Term starts with a 
compulsory Welcome Week, enabling students to meet classmates and settle into 
university life before teaching begins. They’ll be sent a detailed schedule two weeks 
before arriving.						   

Class timetable
Students can see their provisional timetable around one week before classes start 
They should review it carefully and ensure all modules have been approved by their 
home university and can be transferred to their degree. Timetable changes can only 
be made for academic reasons and must be requested by the home institution. 

Attendance
Classes can be scheduled any time during the core teaching week (Monday to Friday, 
09:00-19:00). Attendance is compulsory and is monitored closely with an electronic 
‘tap-in’ system, enabling us to ensure students are engaged and identify those who 
may need further support.

We take student attendance very seriously – if students attend less than 75% of their 
classes, this will be flagged in our system and we’ll arrange a meeting with them to 
understand how this can be improved. If attendance doesn’t improve, there’s a risk of 
withdrawal. See Section 5.5 of our Taught Student Attendance Policy for further 
information.
